In most cases microorganisms use our food supply as a source of nutrients for their own growth. This, of
course, can result in deterioration of the food. By increasing their numbers, utilizing nutrients, producing
enzymatic changes and contributing off-flavors by means of breakdown of a product or synthesis of new
compounds they can “spoil” a food. This is a normal consequence of the action of microorganisms, since one
of their functions in nature is to convert reduced forms of carbon, nitrogen and sulfur in dead plants and
animals to the oxidized forms required by plants, which in turn are consumed by animals. So by simply "doing
their thing" in nature they frequently can render our food supply unfit for consumption. To prevent this, we
minimize the contact between microorganisms and our food (i.e. prevent contamination) and also eliminate
microorganisms from our foods or at least adjust conditions of storage to prevent their growth (preservation).

Team membership is ever changing in hospitals because hospital professionals work in shifts and rotations.
Team members are seldom in the same place at the same time because physicians often care for patients on
multiple units and floors, while nurses and other team members are often unit-based. As a result, nurses and
physicians do not communicate consistently, and often disagree on the daily plan of care for their patients.

The traditionally steep hierarchy within medicine, denoting physicians' superiority, may serve as a barrier to
teamwork. Although physicians generally give high ratings to the quality of their collaboration with nurses,
nurses consistently rate the quality of collaboration with physicians as poor. The implementation of electronic
health records and computerized provider order entry systems fundamentally changes workflow and may result
in less teamwork. Similarly, the expanded use of text messages delivered via paging or mobile phone results in
a transition toward asynchronous modes of communication. These asynchronous modes allow healthcare

professionals to review and respond to messages at their own convenience.
