The packaging of
these compounds in a membrane resulted in the formation of primitive cells. These cells somehow ‘learnt’ to
oxidize their contents to release energy, and replenished their contents from the surroundings. But gradual
depletion of ready-made compounds in the environment compelled the evolution of mechanisms to synthesize
at least carbohydrates from the atmospheric carbon dioxide. The crucial step which gave ‘life’ to these

chemical factories was the evolution of mechanisms for self-replication accompanied by information transfer.

Once the cell could divide, and pass on information so that products of the division would also behave like the
parent, the basic features of life had been achieved.

Passage 2

Internet gaming disorder involves persistent use of Internet games leading to distress or problems functioning.
Among the specific symptoms are preoccupation with Internet games, unsuccessful attempts to limit
participation, loss of interest in other activities, deceiving others about the amount of time spent on games,
and problems in relationships, school or work because of Internet games. While research is limited, a 2016
study looking at adults who participated in Internet gaming found that almost 14 percent were identified as at
risk of internet gaming disorder. Among those identified as at risk, most were men in their 20 and 30s, the rest
were women, and most had full time jobs. About 60 percent played online games 2-4 hours a day and more
than 15 percent played more than 4 hours a day. Research has also found that people meeting the criteria for
Internet gaming disorder can experience symptoms similar to those with substance use disorders, such as
building up a tolerance (needing more) and experiencing withdrawal symptoms when pulled away from gaming.
There is still much uncertainty and disagreement among experts about overuse of the internet, the symptoms,
how to measure it and even the language used to describe it. Yet many people are experiencing problems and
many parents are concerned about their children. As technology continues to evolve, further research may
help clarify these questions and identify tools to help families.

In the summer of 1976, a mysterious epidemic suddenly attacked two central African towns and killed the
majority of its victims. Medical researchers suspected the deadly Marburg virus to be the cause, but what they
saw in microscope images was entirely a new pathogen which would be named after the nearby Ebola River.
Like Yellow fever and Dengue, the disease caused by Ebola virus is a severe type of hemorrhagic fever. It
begins by attacking the immune system cells and neutralizing its responses, allowing the virus to multiply.
Starting anywhere from 2 to 20 days after contraction, initial symptoms like high temperature, aching, and sore
throat resemble those of a typical flu, but quickly increase to vomiting, rashes, and diarrhea, and as the virus
spreads, it invades the lymph nodes and vital organs such as the kidney and liver, causing them to lose
function. But the virus itself is not what kills Ebola victims. Instead, the mounting cell deaths trigger the immune
system overload, known as cytokine storm, an explosion of immune responses that damage blood vessels
causing both internal and external bleeding. The excessive fluid loss and resulting complications can be fatal
within 6 to 16 days of the first symptoms; however, proper care and rehydration therapy can significantly
reduce mortality rates in patients.

The effects of a heart attack are often permanent, as the heart tissue cannot regenerate, unlike some other
issues. This means that despite somebody surviving a heart attack, the damage done could cause health
problems or death in the years following the event. Regenerating heart tissue to allow damaged heart tissue to
be treated is a hot topic in research. Now researchers have discovered a mechanism that allows them to treat
heart tissue in mice, before a heart attack, in a way that provides protection months later. Although most
people survive a heart attack initially, the risk of death significantly increases over the following years. In fact,
65% of people who have a heart attack over the age of 65 die within eight years of the initial incident. This is at
least partially because while a person may survive an initial heart attack, the heart attack itself, which leads to
the heart tissue being deprived of oxygen and then dying, does not regenerate in adult humans. In a recent
animal study, researchers identified a mechanism that allowed them to treat heart tissue and make healthy
mice's hearts more resilient before a heart attack.
